Kairos Weekend Closing at SCI for Kairos #9
Rules of Conduct
Sunday, October 5, 2025

Thank you for coming to the closing for SCI Kairos #9.  We anticipate a large group of friends of Kairos to participate in this very special event.  Because you will be entering a prison, there are rules that must be followed.  This allows everyone who participates – graduates, residents, team, staff and visitors – to have a safe, Christ-filled experience. 
1. Southeastern Correctional Institution:
· GPS Address is 5900 BIS Road SW, Lancaster, Ohio
· Please arrive between 12:50 PM and 1:00 PM.
· Guests will be escorted to the closing ceremony at 1:20 PM
· The closing will begin at 2:00 PM

2. Prison Access Requirements:
· Have a state-approved driver’s license or photo ID at check in.
· Be on the Closing Gate Pass by having previously completed a Nexus form.

3. What you may bring in - Keep it to a minimum:
· Only one car key or key fob.  Leave ALL other keys / key rings in your vehicle and out of sight.
· DO NOT BRING IN:
· Knives or weapons of any kind.
· Cell phones, pagers or other electronic devices.
· Money or medications
· Anything in your coat pockets (The staff will examine coat pockets).
· Wear only minimal jewelry (can trigger metal detectors).
· If you have concerns about items, do not take them with you.  Leave them at home or lock them in your car.  Bring only your driver’s license or state-approved photo ID.

4. Dress appropriately:
· Avoid Blue or Brown clothing (residents are in blue and brown).
· No shorts.
· No open toes shoes (including sandals).
· No large logos, advertising or sayings on clothing (even if Christian).
· Limit the use of cologne or aftershave.
5. Use restrooms prior to checking into the institution. They are in the waiting area.

6. Keep the noise level down in the check-in area.  
· The staff is charged with security of Guests, Staff and Inmates.
· Their job requirements are specific, and no one who has the potential for creating a disruption will be permitted inside the prison.
· Staff must be able to communicate (i.e. be heard and be able to hear responses to their questions and directions).
· Follow all staff directions without question and do not argue with staff.

7. Entering the Prison:
· If you have medical implants, pacemakers or similar devices, inform the Staff prior to entering the metal detector.  Be prepared to be screened with a hand wand.
· After you check-in, do not go back out to use the restroom.

8. After getting to the closing room, please follow the direction of team members.
· There will be a specific seating areas for visitors.
· For security, women will NOT sit on the end of any row.
· Join in the singing when the musicians start to play.  This will help set a mood of praise and worship as we greet our new brothers when they enter.
· After the closing, we will gather in groups by the doors to be escorted out.
· When directed, exit promptly.

9. No physical contact is allowed between closing attendees and residents.

10. Any and all staff instructions must immediately be followed, without question.

11. Please remember that we are guests of SCI and that everyone attending the closing is a representative of Kairos - and more importantly a representative of Christ.
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
